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JRCB - PRIVACY AND PROTECTION OF CONFIDENTIAL STUDENT RECORD 
INFORMATION 
 
The privacy and protection of confidential student education records and the personally 
identifiable information contained therein shall be governed by the federal Family 
Educational Rights and Privacy Act (“FERPA”), the Colorado Student Data 
Transparency and Security Act (the “Colorado Act”), and by this and other applicable 
District policies.  As used in this policy, personally identifiable information from 
confidential student education records is referred to as “Confidential PII.” 
 
● As used in this policy, “confidential student education records” are records, files, 

documents and other materials in hard-copy or electronic form that: (1) contain 
information directly related to a student; (2) are maintained by the District or by a 
party acting for the District as a “District official” as defined in District Policy 
JRA/JRC; and (3) do not constitute “dire
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requirements for password complexity and for the period of time a password may 
remain in effect before needing to be changed. 
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
