Poudre School District (the “District”) is requesting bids from professional and qualified contractors
(“Contractor”) for stadium cleaning services for French Field and PSD District Stadium as described
in this Invitation for Bids (“IFB”).

The District shall provide copies of this IFB to Contractors through the electronic solicitation
platform www.bidnetdirect.com where registered Contractors are required to submit their electronic
IFB response along with the first and last name, telephone number and e-mail address of the
employee within their organization who will be designated as the District’s primary contact with
respect to this IFB and the Contractor’s response thereto. The District may provide copies of this
IFB to other Contractors upon request, who are also requested to provide the first and last name,
telephone number and e-
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decision-making authority concerning such sale or any supervisory authority over the services to be
rendered. This rule also applies to subcontracts with the School District.

Soliciting or accepting any gift, gratuity favor, entertainment, kickback or any items of monetary
value from any person who has or is seeking to do business with the District is prohibited.

Collusive or sham proposals: Any proposal deemed to be collusive or a sham proposal will be
rejected and reported to authorities as such. Your authorized signature on this proposal assures that
such proposal is genuine and is not a collusive or sham proposal.

The District reserves the right to reject any and all proposals and to waive any irregularities or
informalities.

1.0 BACKGROUND

Poudre School District is requesting pricing for stadium and event cleaning services, between the
Effective Date from the Executed Agreement to July 31, 2024.

Work includes, but is not limited to, preparing French Field and PSD District Stadium pre-season
following by post-season cleaning. Contractor will provide post-event cleaning services to each
venue.

Poudre School District is a high-performing district, covering more than 1,800 square miles in
northern Colorado with diverse school settings. The District’s instructional program is centered
around District Ends, under the Policy Governance model, developed to support a comprehensive
curriculum.

While more than 70% of the District’s families choose to send their children to their neighborhood
school, the district does support school choice and offers a wide spectrum of educational programs to
fit any child’s needs. Program options include International Baccalaureate, Core Knowledge,
Bilingual/Dual Language Immersion, Hybrid/Online, Expeditionary Learning, Science, Technology,
Engineering and Math (STEM) along with extra-curriculars and athletics. The District has two (2)
LEED certified school buildings and over 30 Energy Star awards and supports operational
sustainability in all areas of work.

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20 GENERAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS

2.1  This is asolicitation for an offer and is not an offer to contract for goods or services.

2.2 These General Terms and Conditions apply to all offers made to the District by all

2.24  Contact with District personnel regarding this IFB, other than inquiries to the specific
Procurement Agent identified in this document, may be grounds for elimination from
the selection process.

2.25 Information and materials submitted in response to this IFB may be considered public
records subject to disclosure under the Colorado Open Records Act ("CORA"), C.R.S.
8§ 24-72-200.1 to -205.5. Information and materials that Contractor believes are
confidential and not subject to disclosure under CORA must be submitted separately
with a citation to the section of CORA and any other relevant law under which
Contractor believes they are confidential. The District, not Contractor, shall determine
whether information and materials so identified will be withheld as confidential, but
will inform Contractor in advance of disclosure to give it an opportunity to take legal
action to protect its interests vis-a-vis the party making the CORA request.

2.26  Contractors must note in the IFB response any intent to use subcontractors. The
person providing services, address, phone number and three client references, along
with the type of work to be performed must be included. Use of subcontractors may
be considered as a factor in the District’s evaluation process. If the Contractor fails
to notify the District of its intent to use subcontractors in the proposal submittal, the
proposal may be considered a void offer. Subcontractors will be allowed only by
written permission of the District. The Contractor agrees that it is fully responsible to
the District for the acts or omissions of its subcontractors, or any persons employed
by them, in the same way as it is for the acts and omissions of persons directly
employed by the Contractor. Nothing contained in the Contract or any subcontract
shall create any contractual relation between any subcontractor and the District.

2.27 During the performance of this contract, the Contractor agrees to provide a “drug-free
workplace.” For the purposes of this section, a “drug-free workplace” means a site for
the performance of work done in connection with a specific contract awarded to the
contractor. The Contractor’s employees are prohibited from engaging in the unlawful
manufacture, sale, distribution, dispensation, possession or use of any controlled
substance during the performance of this Contract.

2.28 The District reserves the right to negotiate further, request additional information or
enter into an agreement with one (1) or more Contractors. The District may make such
inquiries and conduct such investigations as it deems necessary to determine the
qualifications and ability of the Contractor(s) to provide the services or products called
for under the solicitation and/or represented in the Contractor(s)’s response.
Contractor(s) shall provide information in a timely manner to the District in
connection with such inquiries and investigations.

2.29  Should the District determine in its sole discretion that only one (1) Contractor is fully
qualified or that one (1) Contractor is clearly more highly qualified than the others
under consideration, an Agreement may be negotiated and awarded to that Contractor.

2.30  The successful Contractor(s) will be required to enter into a negotiated agreement with
the District prior to the start of work.

2.31 The agreement language will control over any language contained within this IFB that
conflicts with the signed and fully executed agreement.

2.32  Pricing will remain fixed and firm for the initial term and all extensions of the
Agreement.

2.33  The Contractor shall provide the services as an independent contractor of the District
and the persons performing such services shall not be considered employees of the
District. As such, the Contractor shall have the right to determine how and by whom
the services will be provided, subject to and consistent with the terms and conditions
of this solicitation

2.33.1 The Contractor shall be exclusively responsible for: (a) all compensation,
employment tax withholdings and payments, and all fringe benefits for its
employees in full compliance with all applicable federal, state and local
laws; (b) all insurance coverages and benefits for its employees in full
compliance with all applicable federal, state and local laws, including but
not limited to pension or retirement benefits, workers’ compensation,
unemployment compensation, and Social Security benefits; and (c) all
payments to its contractors and subcontractors for goods and/or services
directly or indirectly related to this solicitation.

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District and shall be honored by the Contractor as a condition of the Agreement
award.

2.36  The Contractor shall be responsible to correct, at its expense, any problems, defects
and/or deficiencies in service reported which do not meet the specifications set forth
in the Scope of Work.

2.37 The awarded Contractor shall be held entirely responsible for any and all damage to
District property, accidents or injuries to employees and the public by reason of work
contracted under terms of this IFB. The Contractor shall be required to take safety
precautions in an effort to protect persons and District property. Each Contractor, its
employees, representatives and subcontractors agrees to abide by all applicable
Federal, State and Local codes, laws, rules and regulations, including all OSHA
requirements. The awarded Contractor shall also furnish all supplies, which conform
to all applicable safety codes and regulations. Any fines levied by the above-
mentioned authorities because of inadequacies to comply with these requirements
shall be borne solely by the Contractor. Barricades shall be provided by the
Contractor when work is performed in areas traversed by persons or when deemed
necessary by the District’s Project Manager.

days prior to the date of termination. In the event of such early termination by
the District, the Contractor shall be paid up to the date of termination for
services performed under and in accordance with this agreement.

For services requiring Contractor’s presence on District Property, the successful
Contractor must provide proof of insurance that meets the insurance requirements
stated in section 9.0 of this IFB document. Contractor must maintain required
insurance during the term of the contract.

The District will provide access to the premises and related facilities for regular
working hours or outside regular working hours and days as requested by the District.

The District will respond in a timely manner to requests by the Contractor in cases
where there are ambiguities in the work to be performed or resources to be supplied
by the District that are not available.

Performance Bond. A Performance and a Payment Bond shall be submitted by
CONTRACTOR for all Contracts in excess of fifty thousand U.S. Dollars
($50,000.00) or if indicated in Article 6. When indicated in Article 6, a clean
irrevocable letter of credit payable to the OWNER from a bank acceptable to the
OWNER may be substituted for the bonds. 14.2 Each bond shall be in the amount of
the Contract sum and shall either be in the form supplied by OWNER or shall be in
such other form as approved by OWNER. Each bond shall comply with the
requirements of C.R.S. 38-26-105 and 106. 14.3 Regardless of whether a bond or
letter of credit is used by the CONTRACTOR and accepted by the OWNER, such
bond or letter of credit shall not expire prior to two (2) years following final
settlement.

Upon request, proof shall be available that the Contractor possesses adequate and
sufficient equipment and resources to perform quality service and to commence work
once the contract has been fully executed.

Contractor shall be responsible for all site cleanups, including trash and debris.
District dumpsters are not to be used. The building(s) and property of the District
shall be left in an as-found condition. The Contractor shall remove all unusable
materials and debris from the District premises. At completion, the Contractor shall
thoroughly clean up all areas where work has been involved.

SCOPE AND SPECIFICATIONS

5.1

The District is requesting electronic sealed bids for work that includes, but is not
limited to, stadium cleaning services for French Field and PSD District Stadium.
District technical specifications are provided for the categories identified in this
section 5. Contractor will work with District Project Manager if further specifications
are required for this project.

Poudre School District has two district athletics stadiums: French Field (1300
West Swallow Road, 80526), Fossil Ridge High School (5400 Ziegler Road,
80528), and PSD District Stadium (4550 East Prospect Road Timnath, CO,
80547).

Pre-season cleaning of both stadiums, to be scheduled by the Poudre School
District, District Athletic department, shall be performed between the
approximate dates of August 1, 2023 and March 1, 2024 to prepare the venues
for the upcoming events. The pre-season cleaning at French Field shall consist
of accumulated trash and easy-to-manage outside debris removal, and a
thorough cleaning of the restrooms, locker rooms, concession area, and press
box. The pre-season cleaning at PSD District Stadium shall consist of
accumulated trash and easy-to-manage outside debris removal; and a thorough
cleaning of the restrooms, locker rooms, concession area, and press box.

5.1.8 Report any damage to the Poudre School District contact within 12 hours of
discovery.

5.1.9 Pressure wash concrete deck and seats as requested by Poudre School District
staff.

5.1.10 The Service Provider will, at all times, furnish sufficient personnel to
accomplish all work set forth in these specifications. The number of personnel
required per event will depend on the type of event and expected attendance.

5.1.11 The Service Provider will provide only competent personnel that have been
fully and properly trained to perform their assigned tasks.

5.1.12 Only personnel hired by the Service Provider will be authorized on the
premises during cleaning projects.

5.1.13 A routine inspection of the venues will be conducted by Poudre School
District staff. The Service Provider will be given written documentation
detailing any deficiencies. Corrective action to relieve any deficiencies should
be completed no later than 12 hours after Poudre School District notification
and with consideration for upcoming stadium events.

5.1.14 The necessary cleaning projects and need for service requires flexibility and a
willingness from the Service Provider to be available on short notice (within
one hour of request from Poudre School District). The two Poudre School
District venues are subject to last-minute schedule changes and unanticipated
clean-up needs. It is mandatory that the Service Provider be available within
an hour of the request from Poudre School District to accommodate the need.
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5.1.15 Poudre School District shall provide maximum notice possible to the Service
Provider on cancellation of events; 72-hour notice will be given in all
occurrences except for weather. When events are canceled due to weather,
Poudre School District shall notify the Service Provider as soon as possible.

5.1.16 The Service Provider will be utilized for multiple categories of stadium events
and outside user-contracted events. The Service Provider must have the ability
to differentiate billing between these groups.

5.1.17 Monthly invoices for the District athletic events shall be sent, electronically,
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defects and in conformance with the Contract Documents. The Contractor also
warrants that its workers will be sufficiently skilled to produce the highest quality of
work, which is free from faults and defects. Work not so conforming to these
requirements, including substitutions not properly approved and authorized, may be
considered defective. The Contractor further warrants that the construction processes
and methods employed to perform the work shall be suitable for the results required.

8.2  The Contractor shall promptly repair, replace, or otherwise correct any of its
workmanship and any parts, materials, components, equipment or other items in the
work which contain faults or defects, whether such failures are observed by the
District, Consultant, or Contractor before or after Final Completion. The Contractor
shall bear all costs of correcting such work covered by the warranties.

8.3 The Contractor shall further warrant that all work shall be free of defects of material
and workmanship for a period of one (1) years minimum and/or as required in the Bid
Documents. The Contractor agrees it will, at its own expense, repair and replace all
such defective work and all other work damaged thereby which become defective
during the term of the Guarantee Warranty. Whenever guarantees or warranties are
required by the specifications for a longer period than the two (2) year warranty, such
period shall govern. The District shall have the full benefit of longer warranties
provided by the Contractor/Manufacturer.

8.4  Upon discovery of any warranty defect, the District shall give written notice to the
Contractor and state the time frame in which the repairs shall be made.

8.5  Thé Contractor, at its own expense, shall repair or replace any damages to equipment,
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Contractor shall procure and maintain the required insurance specified below for the duration of this
Agreement, which insurance shall be written for not less than the amounts specified or greater if
required by law. The District’s receipt of a Certificate of Insurance from the Contractor with limits
and or coverages that do not meet the requirements does not waive the requirements and the
Contractor shall still be responsible for the limits and coverages stated in this Agreement. Specified
coverages and amounts may be provided by a combination of a primary policy plus an umbrella or
following form excess policy. All insurance shall be with a carrier licensed in the state of Colorado
and shall have a minimum A.M. Best rating of A- VII. Contractor shall furnish the District’s Risk
Management Department with certificates of the required insurance prior to the District’s approval
and signing of this Agreement, and with renewal certificates prior to the expiration of any required
insurance that expires during the term of this Agreement. Memorandums of Insurance will not be
accepted.

Any insurance and/or self-insurance carried by the District is excess of the coverage extended to the
District by Contractor. Contractor shall provide at least thirty (30) days’ advance written notice to
the District prior to cancellation, change of coverage, or non-renewal. The insurance requirements
specified in this section 9.0 shall not reduce the indemnification liability that Contractor has assumed
in section 9.1.
